This year the conference will be held in
Brussels, Belgium over three days in the spring (Marcii2,02012). Hundreds of delegates from
high schools around ¢hworld will come to Brussels and work together to address numerous
challenges facing both the United States and the international community. At HMCE, students will
discuss issues, draft policy, and attempt to pass legislation by the end of the conference.

BACKGROUND

Each student participant is assigned to a role within his’/her HMCE committeg.cbuld become

United States Senators, Supreme Court Justices, or diplomats in an international committee like the
World Bank. Each role carries an implicit perspective based on its constituent base, interests, and
region of origin. Each student willad a briefing, written by the Harvard committee chairs, that
details the issues that will be debated at the conference and explains what each specific role will
require. Briefings will be available in November. Students will also receive updated maisribhés
conference approaches.

Once the conference begins, students assume their roles for the duration of the conference. Students
first convene at the conference center for opening ceremonies early on Saturday morning. From
there, they move on to thailommittee rooms, where they cease to be high school students and come
faceto-face with the challenges of being policymakers. The rest of the conference is spent in exciting
caucuses, engaging committee debates, and comprehensive full legislative s&sgibnsvening,
committee sessions end before dinner so that students may shed their roles for the night and venture
out into Brussels to enjoy this beautiful and historic city. At the closing ceremonies on Monday
afternoon, outstanding delegates receivaraw for their achievements, and students step out of their
roles for the last time, reflecting on the memories made during the conference.




PROGRAMS

United States Government Programs

The Legislative Branch

The legislative branch of the American natibgavernment is made up of two lawmaking bodies:

the House of Representatives and the Senate, collectively known as Congress. Though the two have
equal standing within the government, each has particular institutional responsibilities, as well as
strengthsand weaknesses. Each body of Congress is divided into twoosubittees at the
conference which later convene to discuss bills in a full session.

The House of Representatives is the conferenceOs largest legislative body and is composed of two
committees House | and House II. Students will play the role of elected representatives with a
particular focus on their legislatorsO ideologies, party affiliations, and constituent interests.

Students in the Senate are also separated into two smaller comn8é@ase | and Senate II.
Senators represent the wider constituent concerns of an entire stateOs population. A smaller, more
deliberative elected body, the Senate has also been given constitutional purview over the ratification
of treaties.

In Committee

Congressional committees are the birthplace of legislation. At HMCE, delegates draft legislation
through informal caucuses and through discussing, amending, and voting on bills during formal
debate. Committee sessions let students experience the furienei, and occasional
disappointment of creating new legislation by allowing each delegate to personally invest in the
legislative process.

Each House or Senate committee is coordinated by two Harvard undergrisiduatesr and a vice

chair. These studés spend the year prior to the conference writing issue briefings and updates for
the committee, and during the conference they serve as substantive and procedural experts. Staffers
encourage the committee as a whole to develop comprehensive and nlativegsolutions as

well as working with individual delegates to help students get the most they can out of the
conference.

In Full Session

On the second and third days of the conference, the two House committees and the two Senate
committees conveninto full legislative sessions. Here, members of Congress have the opportunity

to present their bills and the bills of their fellow committee members to the full legislative chamber,
and they also serve as experts on the topics their committee hasebe#ingl In addition to taking

on this leadership role, students also have the chance during full session to debate bills that have been
passed in other committees besides their own. Debate on this broader range of issues requires all
delegates to think @ply about their rolesO stance on any given issue. Each bill passed by both the

House and the Senate is submitted to and considered by the President, who either signs it into law or
vetoes it.

Executive Branch

The Presidential Cabinet

Members of the @binet advise the President on specific issues and on how his agenda can be best
implemented in specific executive departments. Each Cabinet secretary, appointed by the President,
is the head of one of the executive departments or agencies. Cabinet meéeatbdrsth with the
ideological considerations of policies and with their practical implications, such as policy costs and
feasibility.

As knowledgeable experts in their respective fields, Cabinet members at HMCE will have the
opportunity to testify onelevant matters in other committees. The atmosphere within the HMCE
Cabinet is dynamic and constantly changing, for members debate the merits of various policies from
their departmentsO point of view and present their officially recommended policie®tesident at

the end of the conference.

This program will challenge its members to think critically about what constitutes good policy and
will push the Cabinet secretaries not only to convince the Congress of the merit of their policy
recommendationdyut also to write persuasive memos to the President to convince him that their
recommendations are indeed worthwhile.

National Security Council

Representing military, diplomatic, and economic interests, delegates in the National Security Council
(NSC) formulate policy, compose directives, and produce press releases to protect the safety and
security of the United States. Students in the NSC learn about international affairs while developing
their skills in strategic thinking and creative problem solving.

From the moment the selected National Security Council members receive their confidential
briefings, developments and proceedings remain top secret. During the conference they receive the
classified Presidential Daily Briefing, which details outstandihgeats. The NSC must remain
prepared to manage the nation's security under any circumstance, as a crisis may break out at any
time during the conference.




Judicial Branch

Supreme Court

The Supreme Court serves as the final authority ohdisputes and renders decisions that shape the

very fabric of American society. Recognizing the importance of this body in the American system of
checks and balances, HMCEOs judiciary simulates the process and procedures of the legal system in
its own Supeme Court. In attempting to uphold the Constitution, students in the Supreme Court will
learn the importance of research, public speaking, and logic.

Simulating a Supreme Court trial, delegates will work with a partner before the conference to prepare
arguments for both petitioner and respondent positions and will serve as Associate Justices on the
bench.

Each team of attorneys presents its case before a panel of judges guided by a Harvard staff member,
who acts as the Chief Justice. Throughout theference, justices and attorneys will have the
opportunity to craft arguments based on precedent and personal interpretation of the Constitution. In
the Supreme Court, delegates are not assigned roles but are asked to use their own judgment and
reasoning sKs to argue and decide cases.

District Court

In District Court, students have the chance to demonstrate their talents as lawyers, witnesses, and
jurors. This HMCE feature is a mock trial program with cases argued before aljheelement of
dramaplays a large role in the District Couds witnesses influence the course tfiad with their
testimonies.

Participation in District Court gives students a better understandihgw the American judicial
system works, both in the administratidnjustice and in the protectioof the rights of the accused.
These trials give students a valuable opportunity to develop skilksitival analysis, oral
presentation, and preparation and organization of mateltegations send sigerson teams to
District Court to act as therosecution or defense, plaintiffs, withesses, and juidesvard students
serve as judges ammead jurors for the trials.




International Programs

While HMCE has its origins as an American government simulation, @mniional programs make

the HMCE experience unique among the family of HMC conferences. These international bodies
allow our delegates to explore multinational issues in a cooperative forum, exposing the intersection
of American domestic and foreign padig and reinforcing the importance of understanding both.

In addition to committee sessions, HMCE hosts a unigtegnational programsummitto bring
delegates from all the international committees together to discuss resolutions that have been passed
during the conference. kach international summistudents representing the same nation will be

able to collaborate and promote their nationOs goals and priorities across all the international
committees at HMCE. The summit will be a culmination dédates' efforts during the conference,

will foster cooperation across committees between delegates representing the same nation, and will
allow delegates to show what they have accomplished to the rest of the international committees.

Group of Eight

The Group of Eight (G8) will include representatives of the Group of Eight (Canada, France,
Germany, ltaly, Japan, Russia, the United Kingdom, and the United Statesjvell as
representatives from the five leading emerging countries (Brazil, China, Mdiaco, and South
Africa). The G8 governments host a summit to address important international economic, political,
and security issues. Working in a consersased format, delegates will attempt to forge
multinational agreement among some of the werfd@st powerful nadins.

Group of Fifteen

The Group of Fifteen (8) is similar in concept to the G&ut it is composedof developing
countriesfrom around the globe. Counterintuitivetiere are actuallgeventeermember nations of

the G15: AlgeriaArgentina, Brazil, Chile, Egypt, India, Indonesia, Iran, Jamaicay&eMalaysia,
Mexico, Nigeria Senegal, Sri Lanka, Venezuela, and Zimbab®eth the G15 and the G8 discuss
similar issues of global importance, but they bring very different perspsdb the table, as the G8

is comprised of industrialized nations, whereas the G15 is composed of developing nAisons.
Brazil, India, and Mexico are actually members of both the G8 and the G15 in real life, these three
countries will be present in bothe G8 and the G15 at HMCE; this overlap will add an interesting
and challenging dynamic to the discussions in each committee and will ensure that all perspectives
are considered.

The G15hosts summits to address issues of concern to developing ceuliteetrade, technology,
and healthcare, as well as more overarching concerns like economics and.security




World Bank

The World Bank is one of the international communityOs most prominent developmental aid
organizations. Committed to fighting patye around the globe, delegates of the World Bank will be
working towards solutions to the lack of health care, education, and food in the worldDs most destitute
populations.

World Trade Organization

Delegates in the World Trade Organization (WTO) witirk on the worldOs most important trade issues.
As the international arbiter of trade disputes, the WTO is in a unique position to affedt trade

United Nations Security Council

The United Nations Security Council (UNSC) is the most important and tHgivdsng committee

in the United Nations, and as sudhis in the forefront of virtually any international security crisis.

The five permanent members of the UNSC (China, Russia, France, the United Kingdom, and the
United States) will be included, aslivas tenadditional regresentatives from other nationghe

UNSC will also work closely with other international committees.

World Health Organization

Delegates in this committee will simulate the World Health Organization (WHO), which aims to
improve public health worldwide. Students will represent nations from around the world and will
collaborate to create resolutions to promote public health and combat didgiage.one of the most
popular committees because it allows students to work famdéth issues about which they care
deeply.




Non-Governmental Programs

Press Corps

The HMCE press corps publish&se HMCE Times, a daily newspaper that keeps a pulse on the
progress of the conference, reporting on breaking news and happeningsdéubtise or twice

each day, the paper keeps students updated on the activities of their fellow delegates and informs all
participants of the current political climate.

Students are assigned press beats, reporting on new developments in each comanfitegidamg

news analysis to help delegates understand the wide range issues discussed at the conference. In
addition to writing feature articles and editorials, reporters will engage in thpugNking debates

on the cultivation of sources and journatigthics and integrity.

In the press corps, students receive some of the most-bandseraction with staff in the entire
conference. A staff member sits down to edit articles with their writers, explaining the reasons for
each necessary change. Aes tonference progresses, each reporter improves upon his or her skills in
accurate, interesting writing and good investigative reporting.

Non-Governmental Organizations

Delegates in this committee will simulate representatives of four prominent tdeatanon
governmental organizations (NGOs): the Red Cross, Amnesty International, Greenpeace, and Oxfam
International. As representatives of these groups, delegates will be called upon to provide testimony
to different committed$ both American and intaationaN that seek their input on the topics before
them. Delegates will be discussing a wide range of topics reflecting the perspective of their
respective group and will work closely with delegates in other committees to provide their expertise
and helpbuild consensus.

We are thrilled to host our conference in the cosmopolitan setting of Brussels, but this location also
represents a significant cost to our conference.aBse we receive no funding from Harvard
University, we rely on student participant fees to cover all of our costs, which range from the
transportation of our staff to the publishing of our briefing book and the production of folders,
badges, and placardsrfour delegates.

Nevertheless, because we have committed ourselves to makinglthedference thenost
dynamicand diverseconference in HMCE historywe have lowered the delegate fee this year,

making our fees the lowest they have been in years. All schools, regardless of the number of
students that they bringgust pay a flat registration OschoolO fee of at least $199 (this rate will
go up depending on whether registration is completed by certain dates indicated below). Each
delegate must pay an dtiohal $2500delegateO fee. The hotel cost will be $149 per night for a
single room or $179 per night for a double room ($89.50 per student). We are also able to offer a
small number of triple and quadruple rooms at the hotel.

When requesting roles, we ask that the faculty advisor submit a list of each delegateOs top three
committee preferences so that the case that we are unable to provide them with their top choice,

we will try to assign them one of their other preferences. Please refer to committee descriptions
when choosing roles, or contact the board or committee chairs directly for moreatiéor. We

will also provide you with detailed descriptions of the difficulty levels of each committee, as well as
the particular skills that are important for each, in order to facilitate your role selection process.
While every effort will be made tocaommodate the requests of each school, we are unable to
guarantee any specific role to any school.

Payment

HMCE provides two options for payment: bank wire transfers and checks. Wire transfers are our
preferred payment method, as they are the safebtfastest way to transfer money to the United
States.

PREPARATION

To prepare for the content of the conference,lfp@dvisors should ensure that their students begin

their research by thoroughly reading and understanding their respective committeesO briefings (issued
in November) and updates (issued in winter or early spring). We also highly encourage that students
conduct outside research on their topics, either on the Internet, in government documents, or in
newspaper and magazines. The more familiar the students are with their topics, the more successful
they will be at the conference.

Students should think abbthe specific measures they will advocate at the conference in light of
their roles. We cannot overemphasize how important it is that students adhere to the views of their
assigned roles. Students may also wish to draft sample bills, resolutionsysgaper articles in

order to prepare themselves for the conference.

Faculty may also choose to incorporate conference themes into classroom instruction or to work
individually with students in order to help them gain a deeper understanding of the isdues a
stimulate interest in the conference. Teachers may also wish to work with students on public
speaking skills prior to the conference, perhaps staging a mock committee session or full session of
Congress. This will give the students an opportunitprectice giving speeches in an environment
similar to the one they will encounter at HMCE. Teachers are also encouraged to help students
practice writing legislation. Please note that this legislation practice should not be used to provide
students with gwritten bills to bring into committee but rather to give students a chance to become
familiar with how to write legislation and treaties. In schools where the language of classroom
instruction is not English, teachers may wish to review vocabulary litkelype used at the
conference. The briefings provide a good source of words common in government language.

Because all HMCE programs run according to parliamentary procedure, faculty should teach
procedure to delegates who are unfamiliar with it, andegemmend that faculty review it with all
students prior to the conference.

Before the conference, faculty should also stress to students that although the conference is a fun
experience, delegates are also expected to come on the first day havingtednepkensive
preparation and ready to engage and challenge themselves in each committee session.

Lastly, if faculty or student delegates have any questions about committee topics, format, or research,
the Harvard committee chairs are always more thapyhto help. Each chairOs name and contact
information will be available to the students, and students are highly encouraged to seek out help or
guidance from their respective Harvard staff members. Wearasatain an HMCE Message Board

through which tdents and staff can communicate in an open forum. &exxited to see this
